This week as we get closer to Advent, | want to explore a word which has been thrown
around over the last couple weeks: Chrismon.

1. Ancient Christian symbols
These include:
e Chi-Rho % the first two Greek letters of “Christ.”

Alpha and Omega (AQ) — Christ as the beginning and the end.

Ichthus (fish) — early Christian confession of Christ.

Cross variations — Dove, Shepherd’s staff, Lamb, Crown, Triquetra, and others.

2. Chrismon ornaments

Many churches—especially Lutheran, Methodist, and Presbyterian—use white and gold
Chrismon ornaments on a Christmas tree during Advent and Christmas.

These ornaments:

e Are hand-crafted (often from beads, wire, and gold trim)

o Use only white (purity of Christ) and gold (His majesty/royalty)

o Portray symbols from Scripture and early Christianity

These are more than ornaments they are visual symbols of the season and our faith. If
you get the opportunity to help refurbish them take it, and if not enjoy the visual aides of the
season. Take time this year to look at each one and what they represent.
